Analysis and Evaluation of the Laurentian Great Lakes Fishery Management Legal Framework 

My research delineates the basic legal framework for fishery management in the Great Lakes Basin and identifies gaps, overlaps, and conflicts in the law with respect to the main threats to Great Lakes fisheries.  Specific policy recommendations include the need to create an effective mechanism for interjurisdictional management of threats from invasive species, increase opportunities for involvement of First Nations in the Great Lakes fishery management bodies, and provide guidance through the law or other policy sources for decisions regarding allocation of fish harvest between the jurisdictions.  Data collection consisted primarily of review of legal materials (constitutions, statutes, agreements, policies, and case law) and interviews with natural resource managers and policy experts to obtain their perspectives on the strengths and weaknesses of the current legal framework.
Graduate Assistantship Research
My graduate assistantship was funded by a grant from the Great Lakes Fishery Commission.  I analyzed the public trust doctrine, which provides that states hold the underlying lands and waters of navigable rivers for the benefit of the public, for its potential impacts on fishery management in the Great Lakes region.

Law School Research
I conducted extensive legal research on a variety of topics at Lewis and Clark Law School as part of my degree program.  In particular for one of my graduation requirements, I researched and wrote a paper on a United States Congressional bill aimed at protecting access to federal lands for hunters. Additionally as part of my work at the Lewis and Clark Legal Clinic, I carried out legal research on a range of issues including landlord/tenant law, family law, bankruptcy law, and consumer law.
